Traffic originated by the maritime network is collected through two
large C-band antennas, located at the Fucino Space Centre in Italy,
operating in the Indian and Atlantic Ocean regions, while a third earth
station located at the Riverside Intelsat teleport provides coverage in
the Pacific Ocean region.
